Simple to make, but very attractive when displayed in numbers, the materials
consist of a paper sack, a candle and some sand. Cut some small-holed designs
out of each side of the bag and then fill the bottom of the bag with two or
three inches of beach sand. Place the candle firmly into the sand and light it.
Place oneor more of the luminaries on each side of your entrance walk near the
road. Use only on Christmas Eve from dark until midnight. We should suggest
that you get your candles early from one of the hardware stores. Ask for
Plumber's Candles. They are about gix inches long, thick, long burning and
inexpensive.
